Pitch-side Urination
In response to the strength of feeling expressed about complaints of witnesses to pitch-side urination, England Hockey has decided that it should be treated as a Disrepute offence and offenders will receive a suspension similar to that of a Category A Red Card or Matchday Misconduct Offence.
As with any case, there will be mitigating and aggravating features, which may vary the penalty.  e.g. A medical condition, which has left the alleged offender with no option but to adopt the course of action complained of, would be considered as a mitigating factor, depending on the circumstances and the condition.  However, distance to toilet facilities will not.  An aggravating feature would be an incident where young people were witness to such behaviour.

All Clubs should take action to stamp out this unpleasant behaviour and make their members aware that they must not do this. The sanction is intended as a deterrent to such inappropriate behaviour.
